For our first eighteen months here, we have been blessed to work with
our fellow missionary, the amazing Kelly Fore. She is an inspiring
Christian woman—and just lots of fun to be with. After eleven years

Amber will be our new headmaster and Paul will be managing our fast-
growing Africa Outreach efforts.
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As we drove Kelly to the airport, we had the honor of stopping by the
State House and visiting with Janet Museveni, First Lady of Uganda and
Minister of Education and Sports. Kelly delivered a book and letter from
Rosemary Jensen, and Michelle and I updated her on what is happening at
Rafiki and RICE. She reminisced about her fond memories of Rosemary
and her support of Rafiki and its mission.

As you may have read, there has been a major outbreak of the Sudan
strain of the Ebola virus in two districts about 150 miles from Kampala.
There have been a few cases in the Kampala area, but we are cautiously
optimistic that its spread is slowing. There is no approved vaccine for this
strain, although tests on some vaccine candidates have just begun. The
government has ordered preschools through secondary schools to close
two weeks early on November 25. Please pray that the spread of this virus
will halt, that those who are affected get early and effective treatment,
that our students and residents remain safe, and that our residents will
still be able to go on their long Christmas homestay.



Quick Takes
- We currently have 430 students from preschool through secondary school receiving a classical Christian
education at our Village in Uganda with 85% of the cost covered by donations to the Rafiki Foundation.

- We have ten students currently enrolled in our Teachers College as we work to recover from the two-year
COVID lockdown and enroll more. All tuition costs, except for a nominal fee, are covered by donations to the
Rafiki Foundation.

- There are sixty-five residents (orphans) currently living in the Rafiki Village.

- We have a national staff and faculty of seventy-four employees—and we continued to pay salaries even during
the two-year COVID lockdown when most school laid off staff.

- At the moment we have five resident graduates at Ugandan universities on full scholarship provided through
Rafiki. Seven more are graduating in December, starting university in August, and have applied for Rafiki
scholarships (Sponsoring one of these scholarships is a great way to help a young person get a good start in life).

- We continue to work with the National Curriculum Development Centre through the final steps of having the
Rafiki Education System (RES) officially accredited so that it can be used in government supported schools.

- The RES is a complete nursery through secondary classical Christian curriculum. It is thoroughly Christ-
centered including a daily Bible study taking students through all books of the Bible in eleven years. And it is
now available in the U.S. for use in Christian schools and home schools.

- In cooperation with our partner university, Westminster Christian Institute Uganda and the National Council
for Higher Education, we continue to develop degree programs in primary and early childhood education
specific to our campus.

- We are a partner with the 11 million member Church of Uganda and are preparing to pilot the RES in some
of their 5,000 plus schools. I recently spent a day in the Diocese of Ankole with the COU diocesan education
directors viewing schools and talking about the RES and the Sunday School Studies.

- We have distributed more than 600 Rafiki Sunday School Studies on the books of Matthew and Acts to partner
churches throughout Uganda. Our current stock of about 400 Studies on Acts will be gone before the summer.

- Michelle is busy as our interim headmaster and RICE dean as well as coordinating our Widows and Childcare
Programs.

- We are planning a conference on classical Christian education here in Kampala on October 5 and 6, 2023. We
will have distinguished speakers from the U.S. and Africa as well as workshops to spread the word about how
the New Old Way is best. If you are in the neighborhood, drop in and join us.

- Rafiki has lots of opportunities for short- (or long!) term missionary service. You do not have to be a great
preacher: we need teachers, musicians, artists, carpenters, plumbers, mechanics, farmers, and more.
